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Library offers a mini-used book sale 

The Friends of the Clinton-Macomb Public Library recently received a large collection of withdrawn large type and children’s materials in the move of the Macomb Library for the Blind and Physically Handicapped @ CMPL.  Because of the overstock of these materials the group will host a special mini-used book sale this February.
The book sale will occur from 9:30 a.m.-5 p.m. on Friday, February 17 and from 9:30 a.m.-4 p.m. on Saturday, February 18.   The cost of most books will be $1.  

“This is a great opportunity for seniors, people with vision problems, or those who enjoy reading large type books to get a great deal,” said Mary Russo, President of the Friends of the Library.  “We also have a collection of like-new children’s books available at this mini sale.”
Recently, the Friends of the Library have been expanding their book sales at the library.  For the past year they have sold book bundles and other used books at the South Branch.  Last November they opened the Used Book Nook at the Main Library and this January they expanded their sales by having inventory available at the North Branch.  A kiosk near the reference desk was recently filled with a variety of used books

from children’s books to adult fiction.  So far, there has been interest from patrons who visit the North Branch.


“The day we put out the books they started selling.   We had to refill the stock before we left for the day,” said Jan Jones, a Friend of the Library book sale volunteer.  The books at the North and South Branch kiosks range from $0.25 to $6.00 for well-known hardcovers.
Book sales, combined with other fundraising endeavors, help to underwrite the library’s entire program budget each year.  “The Friends of the Library contribute a great deal to the library,” said Jamie Morris, Community Relations Specialist.  “They underwrite all the programming across three locations.”

Part of that funding goes to the Music at Main concert series, which provides free concerts to the public.  At 2 p.m. at the Main Library on Sunday, February 12 boogie-woogie pianist Matthew Ball will perform a free concert.  The concert is free and open to all ages.  No registration is required.
