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Library Opens Used Book Nook


The Clinton-Macomb Public Library’s Friends of the Library have branched out into retail with the opening of the Used Book Nook at the Main Library.  The grand opening is scheduled for Sunday, November 13. 


With the closing of the Main Library Gift Store, the Friends of the Library wanted to have a place to sell their quality used books, paperbacks and book bundles.  “We have so many donations that it was helpful to sell some of our stock at the Library Gift Store,” said Friends of the Library President Mary Russo.  “When the store closed to make room for the Library for the Blind and Physically Handicapped, we thought it was a good time to get serious about opening a small used book store.”


The Used Book Nook will open the new store with a grand opening celebration at 3 p.m. on Sunday, November 13 following a Sunday concert sponsored by the Friends of the Library.  “We’d love for people to come enjoy the music of Tumbao Bravo at 2 p.m. and then stay for the grand opening of the Used Book Nook,” Russo added.  The Used Book Nook is located off the café on the first floor of the Main Library.  The grand opening will include a ribbon-cutting ceremony and refreshments.

The Used Book Nook will carry the same quality products that patrons are used to seeing at the twice-annual used book sales and the discount prices will remain the same.  It will be run entirely by volunteers.  The Friends currently plan to have the Nook open seven-days-a-week, but it is subject to volunteer availability.
